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The development of a vaccine that protects against  
the two major types of HPV which cause cervical 
cancer was a significant breakthrough in women’s 
health care.  However, the considerably high cost of 
the vaccine makes it unavailable for many young 
women.  The Council received funding to conduct a 
study to determine the need for and level of subsidies 
for the provision of the HPV vaccine for women ages 
19 -26.  
 
The HPV Project identified the level of need for the 
subsidized vaccines.  It is now working with its family 
planning clinic partners across the state to identify 
possible sources of those subsidies. 
 

 
 

The Council recognizes the need to 
reach out to men.  The Council 
secured special funding to institute 
the Male Responsibility Project (MRP).  
This project provides education, case 
management, and mentoring to 
adolescent young men in our effort to 
prevent unplanned fatherhood and 
reduce the transmission of sexually 
transmitted infections.   
 
The MRP is a holistic educational 
program that promotes responsible 
sexual behavior and healthy attitudes 
among adolescent young men.  The 
MRP staff work closely with the 
participants to help build their self-
esteem, work on personal goals, and 
enhance their decision-making skills 
about sexual health issues.  In FY2009, 
146 adolescent young men 
participated in the MRP.
